Cristo Rey Jesuit High School 

Cristo Rey Jesuit High School offers quality, Catholic, college preparatory education to urban students 

from low-income families in a safe, disciplined and nurturing environment. In addition to the rigorous 

academic regimen, students participate in a corporate work-study program, an innovative program that 

helps offset the cost of tuition, gives students real work experience and exposes them to professions    

they might pursue. 

Low-income children in Baltimore have few options for quality college preparatory education. With tuition 

ranging from $6,000 to $20,000 per year, Baltimore-area private schools are not affordable for them. The 

unique work-study concept upon which the school is built helps families afford education that may 

otherwise be unobtainable. 

The network of Cristo Rey Schools extends to 19 cities; this fall marks the inaugural year for Cristo Rey    

in Baltimore. In a profile of social demand for education, a deep desire for a smaller, safer school, a longer 

school day, a values-based, college-prep program, and the opportunity to develop positive work habits 

under the guidance of professional teachers was revealed and Cristo Rey has positioned itself to fulfill this 

need.  
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Each year, RCM&D hosts 
a benefit sailing regatta to 
raise money for local non-
profit organizations.   

This event has grown from 
a $3,000 contribution in 
the inaugural year to a 
$47,000 contribution last 
year.  Over the thirteen 
previous years, the 
RCM&D Regatta has 
donated over $208,000 to 
16 organizations, all 
sharing a fundamental 
mission of improving the 
quality of life and 
expanding opportunities 
for individuals and families 
in our communities.

The Arc of Baltimore  

The Arc of Baltimore is committed to helping people with developmental disabilities live as independently as 

they can in the least restrictive environment possible. Contributions from the Regatta will be directed towards 

the Family Help Fund, which assists nearly 300 families a year in caring for a disabled family member.  

Family Help Fund 

National statistics indicate that one in three people with developmental disabilities live at or below poverty   

level. The average assistance to a family is about $450 – comparatively small by today’s standards, but great in 

the needs it can meet. Requests to the Family Help Fund reflect basic and vital needs. One family requested 

$114 for diapers for their 10 year old daughter. Another family with several children was short on money and 

needed $100 to pay the utility bill or risk losing heat and electricity. A single mother requested $562 for her 

son’s chair lift because he was now too heavy for her to carry upstairs. An exhausted grandmother requested 

$300 for four days of respite care for her 30 year old granddaughter. 

 

Big Brothers Big Sisters of York County 

The mission of Big Brothers Big Sisters is to help children reach their potential through professionally 

supported, one-to-one relationships or “matches.” This is accomplished through community and school-based 

mentoring programs. Volunteers serve as friends, mentors and role models, helping children gain greater self-

confidence, an increased sense of belonging, enhanced communication skills, and improved performance at 

home and school.  

The power of the “match” lies in the friendships we facilitate. A first ballgame, a heart-to-heart talk, or a milk-

through-the-nose laugh might not seem earth-shattering, but the power of that moment can be life-altering,   

and truly part of something Big. Our work is as elementary as putting a friend in a child’s life, and as essential 

as putting hope in to a child’s future. As a child, each one of us was touched by someone – other than our 

parents – who introduced us to new worlds and brought a little magic into our lives. Big Brothers Big Sisters is 

about little moments, big magic. 

 

Kennedy Krieger Institute 

Kennedy Krieger Institute is internationally recognized for improving the lives of children and adolescents      

with disorders and injuries of the brain and spinal cord. Annually, the Institute provides a wide range of   

services for children with developmental concerns mild to severe, and is home to a team of investigators      

who are contributing to the understanding of how disorders develop and pioneering new inventions and     

earlier diagnosis. 

At 3 ½ Chloe Hixson is a non-stop chatterbox, eager to say “hello” and show off her newest talent: counting to 

30.  But the world of words is relatively new for Chloe. When she hadn’t begun to speak at 15 months, her 

parents realized that her frequent head banging and intense temper tantrums could be a sign of something 

more serious than stubbornness and sought help. Chloe was first diagnosed with pervasive developmental 

disorder at 20 months; at 24 months, she received a diagnosis of autism. 

When she was 32 months old, Chloe was enrolled in a six-month trial of Kennedy Krieger’s intensive early 

intervention therapies. At the time, she could say just five words and was still prone to aggressive behavior. 

Today, Chloe has added many new words to her vocabulary, including “I love you.” When she doesn’t know the 

word she wants to use, her Picture Exchange Communication system helps Chloe make sure her family knows 

exactly what’s on her mind. Chloe is one of more than 12,000 children with a range of disorders, from autism to 

cerebral palsy to Down syndrome, who come to Kennedy Krieger every year to benefit from the latest research 

and treatment. 
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Auction 
In an effort to build momentum and excitement, a month before the Regatta RCM&D employees host an auction 

in the office.  Auction packages include something for everyone, as is evident from the energy generated by 

bidders jockeying for position as the auction draws to a close!

The Race  
The races take place in the Inner Harbor at the Downtown Sailing Center and Baltimore Museum of Industry. 

The Regatta provides a great opportunity for seasoned racers and first-time sailors alike to join efforts in friendly 

competition. The race consists of ten to fifteen boats (23’ Sonars and 22’ J22s) with a crew of four or five people 

each. After a chance to familiarize themselves with their surroundings, the racers take to the course to put into 

action their newly acquired skills.
